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News of Week Four (Week # 4)  

HB 125, the predator removal bill, is circled on the 

Senate calendar. We are still trying to amend it with a 

sunset provision. 

  HB 41 - State Water Policy-passed.  HB 40 - Water 

Loss Accountability Act, will be revived this week in 

order to be sent to Interim Study. 

HB 233, the DU-funded Natural Resources Legacy 

Fund, passed the House despite strong bi-partisan 

opposition and moves to the Senate. 

HCR 13 - Supporting Protection and Restoration of 

Wildlife Corridors won unanimous committee support 

and is likely to pass the House this week. 

New: HB 296 – Limitations on Landowner Liability is 

a bill that would extend limited liability protection to 

duck clubs and wildlife sanctuaries for invited guests 

who recreate on these properties.  It’s a good bill that 

we support, and it appears to be noncontroversial, as it 

was endorsed in committee unanimously. 

 

 

 

Budget News 

Good news!  Our request for the Great Salt Lake 

Coordinator was funded.  This could be a “game-changer” 

for Great Salt Lake management.  Let’s make it so! It’s also 

encouraging that there’s still no funding for Big Game 

Forever’s anti-wolves campaigns. 

$4 m. previously earmarked for Bonneville Salt Flats 

Restoration wasn’t matched by federal funds as hoped, so it 

was reallocated to fund other programs, including $1 m. for 

invasive species mitigation, $1.5 m. for the “shared 

stewardship” partnership with the USFS to prevent 

wildfires, and $0.5 m. for an attorney and an engineer to 

work on Interstate Streams issues.   

The revenue projections were not surprising – strong growth 

in both income (5+%) and sales tax (4.4%) continued.  Yet 

while this growth netted $921 m. over estimates, just $80 m. 

is available for General Fund programs. Rumors suggest 

there may be a move to bond for transportation and big 

water projects (LPP and Bear R.?), which could free up GF 

money for other purposes.  We’re keeping ear to ground. 

High priority items that might get funded despite the GF 

squeeze include $100 k. each for the Tracy Aviary-Jordan 

River Nature Center and Utah Lake water quality work. 

          What’s Ahead 

Both chambers will be on the floor from 10:00-12:00 daily, 

from 2:00-4:00 MTW, and 2-5 ThF.  Standing Committees 

meet 8-10 each morning and 4-6 MWF.
